501.2 Protection of Property and Materials

A.

The Contractor's attention is called to the proximity of private residences adjacent to the
work site. The Contractor shall conduct his operations with due care to avoid upsetting area
residents. The Contractor shall work with the District to appease all reasonable requests
from area residents.

The Soquel Creek Water District, its directors, officers, employees, and authorized

	The District has contracted with a third party consultant to oversee and direct completion of the above ground tank installation, including final electrical connection and system operation.
	The Contractor is required to provide all equipment and materials for above ground tank installation and operation.
	The construction of the above ground fuel tank and associated appurtenances shall be executed in a workmanlike manner.

	Mobilization and Demolition
	Prior to the commencement of operations, the contractor shall secure necessary permit approvals from local, state, and federal authorities.
	All work shall be conducted in accordance with the public agency or utility having the appropriate jurisdiction.
